What do we expect?

Current research suggests that the "Ten Minute Rule” be applied as a
general rule for homework assignments; ten minutes times the grade level
per night (50 minutes for 5™ grade). The time requiréments and the
frequency of homework will vary according to each student's abilities and
the subject matter. However, if a child is consistently devoting a great deal
of time to homework beyond the "Ten Minute Rule”, parents should contact
the classroom teacher through a brief note or phone call.

We expect students to try their best on all homework assignments.
Homework should be neat. The 5% grade teachers encourage you, the
parent, to serve as resources for their children as they complete their
homework assignments. It is appropriate for parents to answer occasional
questions or provide guidance regerding an assignment. It is not appropriate
for parents to do mest of the assignment Tor their child. If parents feel
that their child is particularly struggling with an assignment or is confused,
parents should contact the classroom teacher through a brief note or phone
call.

We do encourage independent reading on a routine basis. Your child
should be reading during the week, on the weekends, and over vacation
periods.
